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A. The design work (either realized or planned) should be related to one of the sub-themes outlined in the call for papers 

and design works. Designers whose works have been accepted will conduct an oral or visual poster presentation at the 

UIA2011 TOKYO.  Subject to review by the program’s Academic Committee, designs will be selected for presentation 

according to their relevance and individual merit, with the final submission and oral presentation draft subject to peer 

review.
